Dear Scholarship Applicant:

The San Marco Council of Catholic Women scholarship program for the 2026-27 academic year is offered to parish youth who are parishioners of San Marco Catholic Church.  The criteria for this scholarship is outlined in the application. These scholarships are renewable and both high school and undergraduate college students are eligible.  Undergraduate scholarships may be renewed three times, for a total of four years. Scholarships are available for undergraduate studies only.   

There are two different application forms; initial and renewal.  The funds for these scholarships are sent directly to the educational institution the student will attend during Fall 2026.  Scholarships are awarded based on parish involvement/volunteer work, academic excellence, a personal statement and letters of recommendation. Please note that COLLEGE SCHOLARSHIP applicants must also provide proof of confirmation.
